The Aging Together Partnership was recently honored as a 2008 Program Champion by the U.S Administration on Aging (AoA). Each organization selected as Program Champion has a proven record building strong, healthy communities so that older people in the United States will maintain their independence longer than ever before. 

Aging Together will be featured on the AoA website www.aoa.gov Monday, June 9. All 2008 National Program Champions have made dramatic improvements in community resources for older citizens and their families.   Aging Together was selected for its unique structure building on both local county teams and region wide workgroups.  The partnership has facilitated a number of successful collaborations that have created new or enhanced services throughout the five counties of the region.  This national recognition is the fourth award to the Aging Together Partnership for its results-driven collaborations.  Most recently the  Virginia General Assembly allocated funds to Aging Together in recognition of its success as a partnership and a model for the Commonwealth in addressing long term care and supportive services for older adults.  

Among the many collaborations facilitated through Aging Together is the regional DayBreak adult daycare center created by contributions from the RRCSB/AAA, Culpeper Human Services, the Alzheimer’s Association and the Virginia Department for the Aging.  New transportation initiatives are in the process of being implemented through joint work by the Rappahannock Rapidan Regional Commission, Aging Together, RRCSB/AAA and Virginia Regional Transit.  Entirely new health and safety resources such as AARP’s CarFit program; medical ID’s for seniors and their caregivers; and prescription reviews have become available through collaborations among organizations including Culpeper Hospital, Fauquier Hospital, local pharmacies, local police and Sheriff’s departments and a variety of private providers and local businesses.  

“It is an honor to be recognized as National Champion acting on behalf of older citizens” said Aging Together Project Manager Chris Miller.  “The energy and creativity of Aging Together’s staff and partners are drawing attention to this region as a model for how to revere and support our area seniors.  The successes to date are just the beginning of what we will be able to capture with our focus on building a supportive community through collaboration.  I’m excited to be a part of it.”  The Aging Together Partnership is supported by Community Partnerships for Older Adults, a national program funded by the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation to help communities develop leadership, innovative solutions, and options to meet the needs of older adults over the long term.
