Monthly Team Meeting Minutes - July 20, 2010
Present:  Sandra Maskas, Gloria Alleman, Robby Iadeluca, Bob Bell, Leah Daily, Beth Patton, Marie Washington, Gloria Hamilton, Chris Miller

1.  FSCN Interim Chairperson Sandra Maskas welcomed those in attendance and everyone introduced themselves.  
2.  Fauquier Board of Supervisors/Aging Together Presentation:  Sandra announced that as a result of his attendance at the Community Conversation on Aging, Board of Supervisor Chairperson Terry Nyhous requested that Aging Together present information to the Board of Supervisors.  On Thursday, August 12th Sallie Morgan will present information to the Board about the projected age wave, impact of the Boomers and how Aging Together helps communities prepare for the related changes.  Sandra will be attending as well.  
Any FSCN members who would like to attend to view the presentation are welcome to.  The presentation will occur during the day time portion of the meeting which begins at 1:00 pm.  We will not know what time Aging Together will be on the agenda until the day of the meeting but having team members present would help show the Board the value of this initiative.  
3.  Team Name:  Sandra shared with the team that since the Conversation she has been thinking about the broad impact FSCN has had in Fauquier and wonders if the name reflects it accurately.  She wonders if changing the name might bring in more members to participate.  Discussion on group name change suggestions such as 'Fauquier Care

Some names seemed too heavy on the healthcare side and others seemed to suggest the team is only for people over a certain age.   Are there ways a new name could tie to intergenerational connections, younger families, Boomers and people over 75 at the same time?
Members present agreed that this discussion would be shared with all team members through the minutes and further discussion would be held at the next meeting when more people are present.  There is no rush and the group majority may decide there is no need for a name change as well.
4.  Mapping Services for Older Adults in Fauquier Project:  At the first meeting after the Conversation the team expressed interest in creating a laminated map that would highlight key services of value to older adults.  Sandra noted that many people still ask where some basic places are, like the Senior Center and with more and more new retirees moving into the area there is always a need to identify these locations.  Last month the group brainstormed a large number of potential locations for the map.
Chris contacted the Regional Commission which did a similar map for basic community services in Culpeper.  They will charge approximately $65 per hour to map locations identified by the team.  Printing and laminating would cost extra.  Chris will try to get a projected cost for these by the next meeting date.  

There was a discussion of various ways to pay for the mapping, printing and laminating.  Members identified a number of local restaurants that will hold fundraisers in which a non-profit can receive a portion of a day’s sales (Applebee’s, Tropical Smoothie, Red Hot and Blue, 5 Guys, Chili’s).  There was also discussion about finding sponsors who might buy ad space on the map. Another possibility raised was whether or not to ask sponsors if they would offer “Senior Perks” on the map or if the map should identify places where perks are available.
This lead to questions about the number of spots to identify on the map and how much other material to include such as ads, contact information, etc.  Sandra expressed that she feels there are too many churches to include.  Bob Bell of DSS also brought up the issue of how frequently the map would need to be updated since most resource materials become obsolete the moment they are printed.  Sandra responded that for this reason, perhaps the maps shouldn’t be laminated, but just be paper.  
Further discussion will be held at the next meeting, when more members are present.  In the meantime Chris will get costs for all options.  Team members will need to think about how to proceed with the work if they want to do this – who’s willing to identify locations and get accurate addresses (needed for the mapping) and who would be willing to work on funding/sponsors.  
5.  Grace Episcopal Church - Community Lunch program:   Chris shared with the group the Community Lunch provided monthly by the Grace Episcopal Church in The Plains.  The hold it on the third or fourth Saturday and it is open to anyone in the community regardless of income or church affiliation or even if they are only visiting town for the day.  They believe in “radical hospitality” and the idea that you can’t when sharing a meal with someone you start to break down barriers.  They have speakers come in as part of the lunch and Chris talked about Aging Together at the July meal.  

This is a lovely model, easy to replicate in any community and the lunch members are happy to share it with the group or anyone interested in doing it.  They also donated their voluntary offerings to Aging Together.  Chris asked if the team would like to use this money ($36) to host one of the lunches.  

Team agreed to ask the larger group about sponsoring a lunch and inviting them to talk about their program later in the year, in conjunction with lunch if the team does sponsor one.    
6.  New Business /Announcements by Team Members:  
· Dr. Iadeluca will be hosting a Chamber event this month in Warrenton; all are encouraged to attend

· Boxwood, RRCSB/AAA’s inpatient substance abuse program will be moving to their newly constructed building in November.  Sandra is a member of this Board and will share information on the official opening when it becomes available

· Rappahannock Tourism  - with new Director Sandra Maskas – will be opening in mid-August

· The Skyline Drive is celebrating its 75th Anniversary – look for events in the County marking this event.

· Sophia and Dr. Iadeluca have contact information for the Tech Time for Senior program leader although she may not be available until the start of the school year.
